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with things like vibrating wedges, light sensory panels, drums, and other textured
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experience, teachers can observe how students respond to certain activities and apply
those same things toward learning in the classroom.

The new playground, which opened in April, features the same types of sensory activil
ties as the room, only on a larger scale. While physical and occupational therapists
may use the playground from time to time, it was purely intended for fun, according
to Portman. This playground is designed to be an outlet for the children to explore in
ways that are usually unavailable to them.

We are forever indebted to Kosair Charities for helping us improve our school and
the services we can offer the children, said Portman.
