


















Kosair Children’s Medical Center-
Brownsboro is currently under 
construction, thanks in large part to a 
$9 million commitment from Kosair 
Charities. Th e two-story, 71,300-square-
foot, $50.3 million center is scheduled to 
open in June 2010.

Th e new pediatric outpatient center will 
be the only center of its type in Kentucky. 
Features include:

• 24/7, 365 days-a-year, pediatric 
emergency department, with 15 
treatment rooms, three sedation rooms 
and a dedicated radiology suite
• Pediatric diagnostic imaging center, 
featuring MRI, CT, X-ray, fl uoroscopy 
and ultrasound services, along with a 
full-service laboratory

• Outpatient surgery center for a wide 
range of outpatient procedures, including 
ENT (ear, nose and throat), orthopedics, 
eye, urinary and general surgeries, among 
many others
• On-site child life therapists
• Building design and layout that is 
friendly for children, teens, young adults 
and their families
• Principles necessary for Leadership 
in Energy and Environmental Design 
certifi cation, the national standard for 
demonstrating that a building project is 
truly “green” 

“Th e new facility will improve timely 
access to high-quality pediatric services 
for residents of our community, and 
will allow Kosair Children’s Hospital to 

expand its services to meet the needs of 
more children and families in our region,” 
said Stephen A. Williams, president & 
CEO of Norton Healthcare.
